Bible Study #6 
 
Jesus - Who He Is 
 
It’s amazing that many people don’t know who Jesus is. The closest many of us get is hearing 
stories at Christmas. In many cases, the story stops there with a baby in the manger surrounded 
by animals. Little do we realize that this baby actually grows up and walks in the world (Luke 
1:80; Luke 2:46-52). Let’s take a look and see who this babe turns out to be. Psalm 132:11-18; 
Jeremiah 23:5; and Isaiah 9:6-7 tells us that we are to look to the family of David for the Saviour. 
Isaiah 7:14 tells us that this Saviour shall be born from a virgin. 
 
Begin memorizing Philippians 2:10-11. 
 
“That at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, in heaven and on earth and under the 
earth, and every tongue confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father”. 
 
1. Matthew 1:1 tells us whose family Jesus descended from. Who is it? 
      
 
2. Matthew 1:18-20 tells us that Jesus’ conception was not from man but from…? 
      
 
3. Jesus has given power to those who have received Him to be sons of God (John 1:12), but 
Jesus’ position is special. Jesus is the only       Son (John 1:18) and God is the Father. 
 
4. God tells us who Jesus is when Jesus is being baptized by John (Luke 3:22), “the Holy Ghost 
descended and a voice from heaven said…” 
      
 
5. The Jewish leaders disliked Jesus because He threatened their positions and broke their 
Sabbath rules (John 5:16-18). With whom did Jesus work? 
      
 
6. According to John 20:30-31, who is Jesus? 
      
 
7. In John 8:12, who does Jesus say He is? 
      
 
8. John 1:14 talks about Jesus. What is Jesus called here? 
      
 
9. How long has “the Word” (Jesus) been around (John 1:2)? 
      
 
10. Did the people of the world know who Jesus was and receive Him? 
      
 
11. The devil exists in the world today. Many times people will say, “I believe in God” and think 
they are saved using that for their salvation. Belief in God alone isn’t the answer. Who else 
believes in God? (James 2:19) 
      
 
 



12. What do we have if we believe in Jesus (John 3:36)? 
      
 
12a. What do we have if we don’t believe in Jesus? 
      
 
The world hasn’t really changed much today and many still don’t know who Jesus is. 
 
13. If we as God’s children choose to serve Jesus, what will happen? (John 12:26) 
      
 
14. Jesus was loving and compassionate as He walked the earth; realizing that many people 
needed to be taught the gospel. In Matthew 9:37-38 Jesus says, “the labourers are few.” What 
should be our prayers (verse 38)? 
      
 
Jesus tells us that there are two roads which we as people can choose to follow. One, the road to 
destruction is broad and most will follow that path. Te other, the road to eternal life, is narrow and 
we are told that few will choose to follow it (Matthew 7:13-14). Jesus has told us that He is the 
only way to salvation and that simply doing our best and expecting God to accept us on that basis 
will not work. 
 
You know, we often look to others to do the work of Christ when sometimes we don’t need to look 
any further than ourselves. Read James 1:22-25.
